 Cefazolin is resistant if MIC > or = 8 mcg/mL.
 (Distinguishing susceptible versus intermediate
 for isolates with MIC < or = 4 mcg/mL requires
 additional testing.)

 Note 2:
 For uncomplicated UTI caused by E. coli,
K. pneumoniae or P. mirabilis: Cefazolin is
susceptible if MIC <32 mcg/mL and predicts
susceptible to the oral agents cefaclor, cefdinir,
cefpodoxime, cefprozil, cefuroxime, cephalexin
and loracarbef.
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
